· Is the author an expert for this topic?

· What are the author’s qualifications to write this web site?  

· Is the author part of a university or business that should have 

current information about this topic?

· Is there a way to contact the author if you have questions?


· Is the web site free from bias or does the author appear to 

express a personal viewpoint?

· If the information is intentionally from a biased viewpoint, is it 

presented in a clear and logical manner?


· When was it written?

· Has it been updated recently?

· Is it a topic you read or hear about a lot in the news?

· Should this site have been updated more often?


· Does the information given seem logical?

· What is the intended reading level of the audience?

· If there are graphs, tables, or pictures shown are copyright & dates given?

· Is the material free from spelling, grammar, & typographical errors?

· Does the author cite the sources for the information he used?
· Is the information given as an advertisement?


· Is the page easy to navigate?

· Are the links current?

· Are the links to other sites clearly marked?

· Is there a quick way to get to the home page?
