Experimental Design:


hypothesis: if/then statement


Data is used to verify hypothesis


Reliability-many trials are used to make sure results are correct


Observations result in a conclusion about the hypothesis

Line graph shows effect over time





Ecosystem: living things react with other and their environment.


Food Chain: chain of energy transfer in an ecosystem


-producer, consumer, decomposer


Photosynthesis is a chemical reaction.


Biotic- living, once living, or part of something that was living


Abiotic- not biotic


Ecological Succession-replacement of one community with another


  -occurs in stages


Renewable resource-replaced by nature in a short period of time


Non-Renewable-can be used up (example=fossil fuels)


Inexhaustible available for millions of years (sun/solar)


Biome-large area of earth with similar biotic and physical characteristics (6 on Earth)








Simple machines-Lever, screw, pulley, wedge, inclined plane, wheel and axle.


Friction makes work harder.


Levers-pivot point = fulcrum, determines class of lever


Compound Machine= 2 or more simple machines


Potential Energy-energy of an object at rest, stored energy


Kinetic Energy-energy of an object in motion

Moon Phases 


New Moon –no moon


Full Moon- bright circle


Waxing- light on the right


Waning- light on the left


Eclipse-


*Solar-Earth passes into shadow of the moon; moon phase= new moon


*Lunar-moon passes into the shadow of the Earth; moon phase= full moon





*all parts of a system work together


watershed- land area that supplies water to a large body of water





weathering- breakdown of rock


erosion-movement of rock pieces (sediment) to a new location


deposition- agent of erosion slows/sops and sediments are deposited





natural disasters- tornadoes, earthquakes, floods, droughts, tsunami, hurricane, volcano





Physical Change- rearranges molecules but does not affect internal structure (no new substance) 


verbs: magnetize, boil, dissolve, chop, break 


Chemical Change- results in the formation of a new substance


verbs: rust, burn, sour, tan





Element: smallest unit of matter; found on the periodic table


Compound: two or more elements chemically combined (written as a chemical formula such as H2O)
